	4. Financial Capability 
	JG introduced himself to the Partnership Board and spoke briefly about Dragon Savers.  JG Introduced a new Workshop MSP (Money Smart Partnership) and explained that the aim of the workshop is to help community members learn how to manage their money/finances in a  better way e.g. how to budget, how to shop online and to find the best deals to save money.   He also spoke about the benefits of pre pay cards when shopping online. 

JG mentioned how well the volunteers in Tonyrefail Comprehensive School are doing with Dragon Savers and that they are the first school to be running their own Dragon Savers Credit Union Scheme.

 
	

	5. Partnership Update

	6. Partnership Update (20-minutes) 
Including Development Workers Update


	A written update was provided by AB and KH
AP informed Partnership that Fframwaith are looking at the re-launch of CANOPI intervention for families with young children.  
Cluster operational Group is working to develop projects for 11years+ working in partnership with E3+, Communities First and Services for Young People. As part of the growth of the partnership it was agreed to appoint a CANOPI champion. Lehan Butcher was put forward for this post and all present agreed to her appointment.  
AP informed Partners that Corporate Estates has assessed the partnerships rental for Capel Farm. The annual amount is £11,600 and this year’s contribution will be £6000. This will allow Communities First to continue to deliver courses at Capel Farm for free.  

RK informed the Partners, 10 young people worked on completing the Graffiti art project in Tyn Yr Bryn Underpass.  
8 young people have worked with Rhondda Housing Association, Communities First and the Construction Youth Trust to obtain their CSCS cards.  Funding for CSCS examination was obtained in February 2011.  
AP stated that a work club is being planned starting in May which will provide advice on CV writing, filling in application forms and general interview techniques.
